Introduction and content 

First thoughts: Our idea for this project was to reduce the amount of wasted paper, because it is bad for the environment, for example cutting down trees. So we wanted to make a replacement for paper. We thought about recyclable, washable and about biodegradable plastic. Plastic made from biological materials. And here is our idea!    

[bookmark: _GoBack]Biodegradable plastics: We wanted to use biodegradable plastic, because it is more economical friendly than plastic. Let’s have a closer look at biodegradable plastics. They are made of organic materials. Most organic materials are thrown away, which can otherwise be used to make bio plastics. They are easier to write on and better for nature than normal paper. There are a few downsides; it takes long to process and it consist of organic materials. Let’s say corn. People also eat it. So when you use it to make plastics, you also have to produce more so the people still can eat corn.    

Organic ink: We didn’t want to use normal ink which is in pens and other writing material. Because it is made from non-renewable oils and from heavy metals, which are toxic materials.  So we wanted to make an organic ink. We did some research and eventually we did a little experiment and made ink from tea. To wash normal ink it may be able to damage the washing machine. Tea ink isn’t made of toxic materials. We will talk more about the washing in the next topic.
Toothpaste: After some more research we knew how we could wash of the ink. With toothpaste! Everybody uses toothpaste and there are a lot of factories making toothpaste. So it is easy to get. And it also smells fresh. When you put the biodegradable plastic from a notebook, schoolbook, sticky notes or whatever with the ink in the washing machine together with the toothpaste it will wash off. Then you can reuse the plastics again  

Goals: Our goal is to use biodegradable plastic for sticky notes, notebooks, print paper for offices, normal paper. It has to be for everyone. We want to have a different type of ink and you have to wash it three times before recycling it.   

Solution: Our solution is to make biodegradable plastic instead of paper. It is washable and recyclable, we make ink from tea, and you put it in the washing machine together with toothpaste to wash it off. Our idea is called STARPA. It is a combining of Starch and Paper.
